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UGANDA VICTIMS FOUNDATION (UVF)
ADVOCACY STATEMENT ON THE CRIME OF AGGRESSION
The UVF in line with its mandate of raising a voice for victims of crimes;

RECOGNISES the challenges in building consensus on the definition and trigger mechanisms for the exercise of jurisdiction by the Court on the crime of aggression;

APPLAUDS the determination of the States to discuss and engage widely with a view to reaching at a definition of the crime of aggression and inclusion in the Rome Statute;

ENCOURAGES states to uphold the spirit at the establishment of the International Criminal Court;

THEREFORE:

We invite States Delegates to the Review Conference in the course of discussing the crime of aggression to;

1) Continue to guided by the resolve of the International community to protect civilians from victimization manifesting as war crimes, crimes against humanity and genocide – arising from an act of aggression;

2) Strengthen the efforts thus made to reach a consensus on the definition of the crime of aggression and work towards a resolve to pursue the best option possible;

3) Any definition of the crime of aggression should not lose sight of the importance to protect against victimization and therefore a definition reached upon should be practical, legally effective and capable of promoting deterrence  of state aggression;

4) The definition and subsequent inclusion of the crime of aggression in the Rome Statute be guided by the principle of promoting an effective, efficient, and independent Court that aims at protecting victims’ rights and interests
